Perfect Timing for Musical Political Satire

Youngstown - After months of being bombarded by political ads from both parties, the Mahoning Valley could use a dose of political humor.  The area will enjoy some relief from the drama of the national election when the Capitol Steps brings their musical political satire to Stambaugh Auditorium on Thursday, October 2.  The fun will begin at 5:30 p.m. with a cocktail reception for sponsors and patrons, to be followed by the hilarious, side-splitting performance of the Capitol Steps at 7:30 p.m.  Tickets for the performance only are $25 and $40 and can be purchased by calling 330-746-8494 or by downloading an order form at www.ymvunitedway.org. This humorous troupe of former (but not disgruntled) congressional staffers who satirize politicians and current events through witty songs and banter return to the area for this unique fundraising event which will benefit United Way of Youngstown and the Mahoning Valley.  
The Capitol Steps are a troupe of Congressional staffers-turned-comedians who travel the States satirizing the very people and places that once employed them.  Since they began in 1981, the Capitol Steps have recorded 28 albums, including their latest, “Campaign and Suffering.”  The Steps perform over 500 shows each year and have been featured on NBC, CBS, ABC, and PBS, and can be heard four times a year on National Public Radio stations nationwide during their “Politics Takes a Holiday” radio specials. The group devotes equal time to lampooning both political parties, with hit songs providing the basis for their satire. “Campaign and Suffering” stars the men and women who wanted to be president:  McCain, Obaman, Romney, Huckabee, Thompson, Giuliani, Edwards, Clinton, Kucinich and more.  All of the presidential wannabees are parodied in “76 Unknowns,” to the tune of “Seventy-Six Trombones” from “The Music Man.”  The Capitol Steps also dig into the headlines of the day and create song parodies by taking popular songs, changing the words and adding a dash of cynicism to produce hilarious results.   Songs about Larry Craig, Don Imus, Alberto Gonzales, the Supreme Court, food from China, and drugs from the U.S. will also be featured.   The material is updated constantly, whether it is the Democrats’ current infatuation with Barack Obama in “A Leader Like Barack” (to “The Leader of the Pack”) or the latest opinion from Ann Coulter (“Loonies from the Right”) or on the international side, President Bush and the Prime Minister of Japan reconcile their differences in the touching “Stand by Japan.”  

No matter who’s in the headlines, the Capitol Steps are equal opportunity offenders.  According to the Capitol Steps, no matter who holds office, there’s never a shortage of material.  Elaina Newport, one of the group’s founders, says, “Typically the Republicans goof up, and the Democrats party.  Then the Democrats goof up and the Republicans party.  That’s what we call the two-party system.”
