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United Way’s FamilyWize Prescription Drug Discount Card Program Helps Community in Time of Need
Last November, the United Way of Youngstown and the Mahoning Valley partnered with FamilyWize to offer free prescription drug discount cards to the community.  FamilyWize cards are primarily for people with no health insurance or prescription coverage. However, they can be used by everyone in the community that needs to buy medicine not covered by their insurance, Medicaid or Medicare plans.
Total savings in Mahoning County through September were $123,310.  The total number of claims submitted using the FamilyWize card in the last three months is 9,189 for a total savings of $177,395 in Mahoning, Trumbull and Columbiana counties.  The average savings amounts to 42% or $19.30 per prescription. 
The cards can be used for any prescription not covered by insurance.  There is no fee for the card and no eligibility, age requirements, waiting periods, enrollment or paperwork.
