  The students, who represent area high schools, Key Clubs, Interact Groups, youth groups, and churches will be completing much needed community service projects at the following sites: Burdman Group, YWCA, YMCA, Goodwill Industries, Easter Seals, Children’s Museum of the Valley, Potential Development, Oakland Center for the Arts, Neighborhood Ministries, Park Vista, Beatitude House, Humility House, and Youngstown City Scape, .  The students will be painting, landscaping, sorting and washing jewelry, doing outside clean-up at the homes of area seniors.

The students will assemble at 8 a.m. at the YMCA in downtown Youngstown, for breakfast and an overview of the day.  They will then depart for their assigned locations to complete their projects.  The students will meet back at the YMCA at noon for lunch and to share their experiences and re-cap the day.
